Category 1
Are the actors speaking with an appropriate level of volume and clarity for the performance space?

Are the actors maintaining character throughout the entire production?

Have the actors created appropriate physicality of the character being portrayed?

Is the entire company working together to create a cohesive production?

Category 2

Are the actors listening to the other actors?

Do the actors demonstrate commitment, believability and concentration?

Have the actors created appropriate physicality of the character being portrayed?

Do actors have a secondary focus/stage business during the scenes?
Category 3

Do the actor’s interpretations of the script have a coherent flow and progression?

Do the actors’ portrayals of the characters exhibit approppoiate progression or change throughout the piece?

Category 4

Does the movement/placement of the actors (blocking) create visual interest for the audience?

Is there a logical action/reaction or adjustment to the events of the play?

Is either the dramatic or comedic tension established?

Are the moods and rhythms of the piece well established and consistent?

Does the stylistic interpretation fo the script assist in the unified feeling fo the story?

Do the technical aspects of the production – set, costumes, lights and sound – help support the dramatic presentation?

Do the actors have an understanding of subtext?
